DEMOGRAPHICS OF THE RICHARD STOCKTON COLLEGE OF NEW JERSEY

     The Richard Stockton College of New Jersey is a mid-sized, award-winning liberal arts college located on a 1,600 acre campus in pristine southeastern New Jersey pinelands.  Centrally located in Galloway Township, Atlantic County, Stockton College is a short driving distance to the sandy shores of Atlantic City, New Jersey.

     According to The Richard Stockton College of New Jersey Admissions Office, the college has 7013 full and part-time students.  Student Demographics: 59% female, 41% male, 81% of the student population is white and 19% is minority.  Police Department Demographics:  The Stockton Police Department has an authorized strength of twenty-two (22) sworn members and operates at that level. There are sixteen males (16) and six (6) females, 77% white and 23 % minority.
     Stockton’s student population is subject to fluctuation due to the academic calendar.  The academic year is broken into two fifteen-week terms and eight summer terms.  Approximately 2,400 students reside on campus (40%) during the main academic terms, while only a small number of students reside on campus during the summer terms (approximately 100).  However, Stockton hosts many outside groups during the summer such as the Governor’s School, EOF, Cheerleader Camp, Soccer Camp, Future Stars, etc.
     There are no major highways or interstate road systems that run through the Richard Stockton College of New Jersey.  Vera King Ferris Drive is the main road through the college.  The two adjacent roadways surrounding the college are Jim Leeds Road and Pomona Road.  In addition to the 1,600 acre campus, Stockton College has three satellite facilities, The Carnegie Library Center, Atlantic City, The Marine Science and Environmental Field Station at Nacote Creek, Port Republic, and the Southern Regional Institute and Educational Technology Training Center, Mays Landing.
